Introduction

Music is a universal language that embodies one of the highest forms of creativity. A high-quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to
develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. As pupils progress, they
should develop a critical engagement with music, allowing them to compose, and to listen with discrimination to the best in the musical cannon.

Aims
The National Curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils:

° Perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great

composers and musicians.
° Learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument,

use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence.
° Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the interrelated dimensions: pitch, duration,

dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.



Music at Micklem

KS1

In year 1 and 2 at Micklem, children will have the opportunity to use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes. They
will be introduced to both tuned and untuned instruments and will begin to use these in a musical way. They will be introduced to a range of music and begin to
develop the skills of listening to and evaluating. They will also be introduced to the process of creating, selecting and combining sounds to compose a piece using the
interrelated dimensions of music.

KS2

Pupils in KS2 at Micklem will be taught to sing and play a variety of musical instruments with increasing confidence and control. They will develop understanding of
musical composition and will be encouraged to play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression. They will
continue to develop their ability to listen to and evaluate a wide range of music and with attention to detail, recall sounds with increasing aural memory. Pupils in KS2
will have the opportunity to have solo or group lessons in various instruments taught by visiting music specialists.

Charanga Music Scheme

At Micklem, we teach music using the Charanga music scheme. The philosophy of this scheme and music education is based on the principle that it should be fun
and engaging for all concerned. Every child is a born musician, and music play a role in every aspect of our lives- wherever and whoever we are.

The original Charanga scheme meets all of the statutory curricular requirements of the National Curriculum.

It is planned and different for each occasion

A performance involves communicating ideas, thoughts and feelings
about the song/music
