ISSUE 4

On Tuesday 30 April, members of the PTA met with Mr Swift to carry out a fundraising walk-around of the school. This
was to help decide what we would like the money that we raise to be used for. There were lots of fantastic ideas that
were suggested but we have come to the decision that we would like to have a new bike and scooter shed built in the
fenced off area by the main gate as you come into the school playground. At present the children have to take their
bikes/scooters all the way around the main building to the back of the school where there is insufficient space,

causing a health and safety hazard. By siting the bike shed in this area it not
only means that we are resolving the health and safety issue but the space will
be utilised and the outdoor seating furniture that is currently in the area will
be moved to the astro turf outside the Year 2 classroom, where it can be used
all year round.

We are currently in the process of finalising the cost of this project but we
estimate it to be between £10.5k and £11k. This includes the cost of the bike
shed, the fittings and installation and astro turf to the surrounding areas,
meaning that this area can be accessed in all weathers. As the new bike shed
will be able to house a lot more bikes and scooters, we hope that this will
encourage more children to scoot or cycle to school.
