We have arranged a fantastic opportunity for Nursery to visit Mead Open Farm on Thursday 07th May. This is  
related to our Farm and Spring topic.

We are asking for a contribution of £20.50 per person to cover the cost of the trip which will cover the 
entrance fee and the transport by minibus. Please make your contribution via Arbor. Please note that the 
cost of the trip is calculated on the number of children in the class. If your child is ill and unable to 
participate, we will not be able to refund their contribution. If we do not receive enough contributions to 
cover the cost then the trip will have to be cancelled.
