The cost of the trip is calculated on the number of children in the 
classes. If your child is ill and unable to participate, we will not be able to refund their contribution. If we do 
not receive enough contributions to cover the cost then the trip will have to be cancelled. 
 
Please go onto Arbor and then into Activities>School Trips to provide consent for your child to attend this trip 
and make your payment contribution by Thursday 14th May.
